Regular Board Meeting

April 13, 2010

PRESENT: Vince Call, Clint Bohlen, Jackie Witter, Nancy Lamp

Meeting began at 5:13pm

Quorum not present to conduct business – discussion meeting only,

Treasurer’s Report

Nancy stated that we received $1,014 from Bolenz Jewelers, as well as $25 from Jean and Jennifer Mazur, and $50 in memorium of Randy Rousseau by four friends from the Plaza Pool.

Clint committed to giving $120/yr to FOPP beginning July 1 (through work payroll deduction).  He encouraged all Board members to make a commitment, regardless of the size.  It’s an important statement to others that the Board is serious about supporting FOPP.  Vince and Jackie also suggested that Board members and general members of FOPP should plug into community activities in support of Plaza Pool and the activities that occur there (another way for Board members to “tithe” to the cause…).

Capital Repair, Maintenance, Equipment Needs

Items brought up were pool cover, lots of little items around the pool and locker rooms.  

We agreed we need an updated, current list from Brandy.

Millage Update

Bill E not present for an update.  Our understanding is that the Senior Millage and the Youth Recreation Millage are the only two items on the ballot.  No one has seen the Millage language to date.  

Concerns were discussed that – based on the little we know about the Millage as proposed – the pool would have to apply for funding as any other organization would.  The pool will need almost $100k/per year to continue operating – we wondered why utility and maintenance funds are not set aside in the Millage – what’s the logic?  

A number thrown around is about $25/house/year in increased property taxes. The measure is to go on the ballot in August.

School Board, County, and Pool

A step down in contributions proposal comes to the APS Board this week.

Question arose about the history of the Pool ownership, and who will ultimately be left with the facility if the Millage doesn’t pass?  Our understanding is the APS will.  There was some discussion about ill-will that may have been created by targeting the School Board members – Jackie said all the APS Board members are hard working, dedicated people; we should not have put pressure on them with the signage.  

Membership

We discussed membership in terms of what do have to offer members – what’s the incentive, other than the charitable act of giving $10-20 to the pool for membership?  Suggested that bumper sticker, t-shirt and 2-3 membership events be planned.  

Members have the satisfaction that they directly support the Pool, foundationally.  We should stay away from business memberships, and shoot for individual memberships only.  

We should do a winter swim challenge this fall, with prizes (need rules).  Also, we should team-up with the pool and assemble an email list, and do a single page newsletter with Plaza Pool.
