Vince moved to accept the minutes from February 9, 2010, Stan second.  Approved.

No financial report this month.

On membership.  Clint suggested that we discuss options to help Nancy in her thinking.  Perhaps we could have two classes, individual and organization.  Maybe gold, silver, bronze in each category.  Then we need to talk through what do they get for their membership.  Maybe we could print up a banner with level ID’d.  That might work really well for organizations.  Maybe list names in the newsletter or website.  Print off a sheet with member names.  

Partnering with NOAA, maybe we could get them out on a vessel.  Maybe once a year food and wine night (get donations from Niemans etc) as a social for members.    Maybe get a couple of tents on the beach.  Have a permit for a fire on the beach??  Maybe at PI, use the PI Harbor Association facilities at North beach or Crystal Point,  and do some water related activities, sprints, underwater search, kayaking, etc.  Chef Eric?  Maybe have people come to learn more about FOPP.  Maybe piggy back on another groups events, getting tickets at 1/2 price and chime in on their event then we re-sell the tickets. Maybe we could do a fund raiser with local food vendors showing off their stuff.

TBOWS.  Nice to have a BBQ after the swim; sell food etc,. We could have a concession stand at the TB Open Water swim event to recruit members and share about FOPP.  Annette would be willing to work on the food after the event serving etc.  Stan will check with Craig at the health department.  Maybe free will donations.  Need to be cautious about what you serve re: cheap donations.  Brats, hot dogs and chips.  Is there some other kind of food offered on the beach?  Competition? Cooperation? Is there another group to do the food piece than us? Need to have a dedicated group to do so.  What if we asked the swim club to go 1/2’s with us, or deal with the food?  Is Shannan Trelfa is the president??

Vince is working on kayaks for the swim.  

We have charged $20 for students and $25 for others the last couple of years for TBOWS.  Clint recommends 15/25 with late registration 20/35.  We agreed.

Maybe have scholarships for kids.  Maybe have sponsors do the scholarships.  Maybe have people donate for the time they do, pledge.  Maybe have awards for winning, cash cards.  Maybe have a party at someone’s house afterwards.  

Maybe Alpena power company can do a heat loss analysis for the building.  We’ll wait until the energy audit comes in and see what aspects of energy it covers.

Stan will commitment to split 50/50 on the run he does over the 4th.  Last year that would have raised $750.

Cathy shared some possible bumper stickers.  She is working on some prices for flyers, etc.  250 = $310.90; 500 $350.47 plus shipping.  We asked Cathy to check with Garretts, Alpena print master.  Maybe we can also get hand made signs etc.
